10570 ft (2680-3220 m) elevation with Artemisia tridentata var. vaseyana, A. arbuscula, Symphoricarpos oreophila,
Ericameria viscidiflora, Pinus flexilis, Linanthus nuttallii, Eriogonum umbellatum, Eriophyllum lanatum, Leptodactylon
pungens, Phlox hoodii, P. longifolia, Arenaria kingii, Lupinus argenteus, Elymus elymoides, Leymus cinereus,
Heuchera parvifolia, Pseudostellaria jamesii, Ericameria discoidea, E. suffruticosus, Eriogonum microthecum, Senecio
integerrimus, Leucopoa kingii, Mertensia, etc.
